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ABSTRACT

1 INTRODUCTION

Papers are accepted on the basis that they match high international standards of scientific writing. The author themselves are responsible for the correctness of the scientific content. Abbreviations should be spelt out in full the first time they appear and their abbreviated form included in brackets immediately after. Do not use more than three level depth of headings. The abstract and all other paragraphs of the document should be written in Times New Roman 12 point font, single spaced and left and right justified. The references are in 11 point font.
2 Length of the paper
The paper, including the title page, figures, tables and references should be between 6 and 12 pages long. 
2.1 Subheadings
Sub-section headings should be written in bold, lower-case capitalised letters as part of the following paragraph. No lower than sub-section headings should be included in the manuscript. Sections and subsections should be numbered. Here is an example of an equation. Please make sure equations are numbered, and that all symbols are explained in the text. Equations should be punctuated as for normal sentences
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and all references to mathematical symbols in the text should be formatted as in the equations. Equation numbers should be referred to in parenthesis, as for example Eq. (1). Except at the beginning of a sentence in which case use: Equation (1) etc. References should be cited in the text using square brackets, such as [1].
Tables must be included as part of the text. All tables must have a caption centered over the table and should be numbered sequentially. An example figure is shown below. All figures should be numbered sequentially and captioned. The caption should be written centred below the figure Figures should be embedded in the document. Example of Table:

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3 A FIgure EXAMPLE
Here is an example of a figure. Please make sure that any relevant axes are labelled and that the text in the Figure is clear and easy to read. When referring to a figure in the text the form Fig. 1, Fig. 2 etc. should be followed. The figure should ideally be placed at a point following the paragraph in which it was first mentioned. The figure caption should be as shown below in Fig. 1 ie. 12 point and centred. At least one line of space should appear before and after the figure and between the caption and subsequent paragraph.

4 References
The papers in the reference list should be cited in the text. In the text the citation should appear in square brackets e.g. [1]. In the Reference list the minimum font size should 10pt. Author names should be terminated by a ‘full stop’. The citation number should be enclosed in brackets.

The book titles should be in italics, followed by a ‘full stop’. Proceedings or journal titles should be in italics. For instance see [1] for a journal and [2] for a book. The reference numbers should be numbered in the order that they appear in the text.
